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NLPOA Board Meeting Minutes
May 31, 2016

1. Call to Order: President Karen Stebbins called the meeting to order at 6:15 p.m.
2. Treasurer Report: Bob Takai reported that the total current balance in the NLPOA account is $1979.24. He said recent expenses were for t-shirts and from the annual Cleanup Day. He said $12 was raised on food at the event.
Lorne Burley said he doesn’t feel that there should be a charge for food for anyone in the future. Karen said she was hoping to drive people to join the NLPOA rather than pay for food. 

3. Community Group Reports: 


President’s Report: Karen said she has had many calls on real estate from people looking to move to the area. She also said she had a request for a welfare check. 

She and Dennis Rewinkle met with County Commissioner Nancy McLaughlin recently on topics such as assessments. There will be a second meeting, this one with staff, soon.

Jerry Le Grand brought up that the County has a new website and it isn’t very updated. Karen said she will email Marianne at the County to try to get the NLPOA info on the site updated.  
Newman Lake Flood Control Zone District (NLFCZD): Jerry said he reviewed the County’s proposed budget for the FCZD and staff is still planning to ask for an assessment increase. 

He also said he would like to start “politicking” regarding changes to the current dike so that if major changes are made, citizens won’t end up paying for it. The Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) is reviewing the Department of Ecology’s report on the dam so there have been no official recommendations yet. NRCS is also working on a flood model for the area that would show where the water would go and the velocity in the case of a dam breach. 
Jerry said that milfoil treatment starts next week at the south end of the lake. 

Lorne said work on the aerator is complete and it’s working great, although the work took longer to finish than expected. 

Fire Auxiliary: Karen said there is nothing new with the Fire Auxiliary as the last meeting was cancelled.
Grange: Staci said there is a Grange meeting the following night but after that the meetings go on summer hiatus until September.

4. Minutes Approval: Craig Aldworth moved to accept the minutes from the March 22, 2016 meeting as presented. Jerry seconded the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously.
5. New Business

Fourth of July Poker Run: Karen explained that the sheriff has asked the NLPOA to come up with an event that is safer than the annual boat parade. A poker run would consist of people in boats picking up playing cards at either five to seven boats floating on the lake or five to seven docks during a two to three hour timeframe. There would be prizes for whomever gets the best poker hand, as well as decorated boats and costumes. If docks are used, a map of their locations could be printed out as flyers, posted at the launch, posted on Facebook, the Newman Lake website, the Nextdoor Newman Lake website and sent out in emails. At the end of the run, people could pay a little extra to trade a card or two and upgrade their hand. 
Staci made a motion for the NLPOA to hold the Fourth of July Poker Run event. Jerry seconded. Craig voted no and Lorne abstained from voting. Dennis said he would send the information he has on this kind of event to Karen to distribute. 

Dawnelle stressed that it is important to keep boats out of swim areas for safety. 
6. Old Business:
Annual Meeting: Karen said the NLPOA Annual Summer meeting is scheduled for June 29 and it will be an ice cream social. She has reserved the Grange for that date but the owners of the Newman Lake Resort have also volunteered the resort property for the event. Karen said she will contact the Fire Auxiliary, the sheriff and other local groups to have information tables at the event. There will be a very short business meeting from approximately 6:45-7 p.m. 

Karen said she had found an ice cream truck that will charge $2 per person. There was a discussion as to whether to charge non-NLPOA members for ice cream. Lorne, Craig and Bob voted to have the event at the Grange because of possible parking issues. Dawnelle, Staci, and Jerry voted to have it at the resort. After further discussion, Craig changed his vote to the resort. 

Karen said that elections have to be held both at the meeting and electronically as Staci’s, Linda’s and Craig’s terms are all expiring. Karen will send out notice that there are open positions on the Board. 

Survey: Karen asked for comments on the survey she had sent out earlier in the day and said she hopes to share the results with other community groups. Dennis suggested adding that if people want more information on certain topics, such as milfoil, tax assessments or more, they 
can leave their email address and someone will get back to them. Karen asked for feedback on the survey by the end of Friday, June 3.
Postcards: Karen said that the NLPOA still has postcards that can be sent out to promote the survey, the ice cream social, the poker run and the Newman Lake Flood Control Zone District annual meeting. To send to P.O. boxes at the post offices and the Newman Lake area north of Trent will cost $233.73. To send it to just mailboxes will be $125. Lorne suggested sending it to both. Craig made a motion to send the postcards out to the mail route north of Trent and the P.O. boxes. Lorne seconded the motion. It passed unanimously. Karen said she would send around the 17th of June. 

7. Good of the Order
Jerry suggested creating an electronic bulletin board for when there are emergencies in the community. Karen said she is planning to redesign the NewmanLakeWa.com website and will look into incorporating something like that.
Jerry said that a Fire Commissioner meeting is coming up and it looks like community groups will not be allowed to use the new fire station for meetings free of charge. At this point, it appears that it will cost $75 for the rental and $15 an hour to have a staff member on hand. Tom Stebbins said that is legally an issue as the fire bond was voted in as including community meeting space. Craig made a motion that when the final determination comes from the commissioners, Karen write a letter expressing concern if there is a fee. Staci seconded the motion. It passed unanimously. 
8. Next Meeting: The next meeting will be the ice cream social on June 29 at the Newman Lake Resort.
9. Adjournment: The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
